1 Minutes of last Meeting held on May 17th, 2016 were approved.

2. Matters Arising: 

2.1	Community Council Elections - Timetable for Community Council Elections – October 2016

Returning Officer:  agreed will be Cllr Nigel Bagshaw.  Generic promotional material will be provided by Council – leaflets, lamp post wraps.  Local groups are also being targeted by the Neighbourhood Partnerships to encourage younger people to become community councillors.  The onus is on individual CCs to promote themselves.  Suggestions were to produce leaflets or posters about the S&ICC elections targeting local population and put them up in shops in the SICC catchment area, articles on Stockbridge website and possibly Stockbridge Spotlight; maybe leaflets could be handed out with Stockbridge Spotlight.   PR to write a report on the Community Meeting for stockbridgeedinburgh.com  and FF to add a few lines about the elections.  

2.2	September S&ICC Meeting:  confirmed that the September S&ICC meeting can now go ahead

2.3	Loose / uneven pavement in Raeburn Place / Comely Bank: CC asked Cllr NB to follow up as several members have already spoken to the Council about this.  FF to send a list of loose paving stones in the area to him.

2.4	 Report back on Community Meeting on June 8th 2016  

Very successful meeting with about 50 in attendance.  Positive feedback:  the large amount of green spaces in the area, good bus service, generally safe area, pleased to still have library, good garden waste collections, believe care for older people is good locally:  Health and social care, including mental health, raised as areas of concern.  Need GP practices to come and tell community what their issues are and see how community can help.  PR to follow up.  PR thanked all who helped make the event such a success – Stockbridge Parish Church, the group facilitators, Inverleith Neighbourhood Partnership and all the residents who came and took part.   PR to do a full report for the August SICC meeting to be copied to all attenders.  GC proposed vote of thanks to PR for all her hard work organising and at the meeting:  agreed unanimously.

IH pointed out that S&ICC appears more Stockbridge focussed and asked how we could engage more with the whole S&ICC catchment area, including  Inverleith in the future.   There are currently three S&ICC members from the Inverleith area (MB, TD & IH).  Discussion to be taken forward by S&ICC members – including options of holding some or alternate meetings in Inverleith. JC suggested contacting St Philip’s and St James Church in Inverleith Row, as a possible venue.   PR will do.
3.Brief reports:

i.Chairperson – covered in matters arising.

ii Secretary – Water of Leith Clean Up organised by Callum Macleod  Sunday 31st July – meet at Canonmills Clock (next to the bridge at the bottom of Brandon Terrace) – All welcome.

iii. Treasurer – covered at AGM

iv.Police Scotland  -  Police Scotland current consultation on what their priorities are for community policing – open all year - online survey – all encouraged to fill out survey – here is the link http://www.scotland.police.uk/about-us/decision-making/public-consultation/local-policing-consultation

v. Environment -  - Friends of Inverleith Park - Mature Movers sign for the new equipment in the park was on display.  Timing of environmental wardens park patrols queried:  suggested would be better especially in good, barbecue weather as lots of disposable barbecues being left behind and littering the park.  Suggested designated barbecue pits could be installed as in the Meadows – Cllr LH or Cllr NB to contact David Jamieson. .   Concern raised about areas of long grass being left around the edges of the park – JB said this was intentional.    JB reported that the communal bins that needed repairs had been fixed.

Cllr LH had met with the members of the Boat Club who use Inverleith Pond who are looking to have the pond drained properly  to get rid of the algae and weeds.  Cllr LH to take forward with the Friends of Inverleith Park. 

vi. Transport – Circus Place, Montague Terrace, Deanhaugh St – roadworks ongoing. 
Pavement works on St Stephen St – it was generally thought that this should be delayed until after the festival though some disagreed with this as has been so delayed already.  Cllr LH to contact local traders to see how they feel about it.

Road closed  notices on Glanville Place and Bakers Place are very misleading.  Agreed:  to ask for their removal.  Roadworks and cabling works had been very disruptive to both traders and residents.  Well laid setts on North West Circus Place that were only done in December had been dug up again. Cllr LH agreed to take these forward. 
 
vii.  Licensing  - reminder that the Council was undertaking a public consultation on Music on Licensed Premises  about relaxing existing requirement that music should be inaudible outwith the premises in question and replace it with an obligation that noise levels should not result in unreasonable disturbance.
